Ensure surface is levelled, clean and smooth prior to fixation. Cut the MJ151 to your required length. Secure in
place utilising an MJS 6mm masonry drill bit, 6mm plugs and screws (Sold Separately). Screw fixing can be used in
conjunction with MJS GF400 construction adhesive for additional strength.

To ensure the stair insert is correctly adhered to the aluminium nosing, we recommend the use of MJS 102
Contact Adhesive.

Cut the insert to your required length, ensure both bonding surfaces are clean then apply even coats of adhesive
to both surfaces by brush or roller. Allow solvent to evaporate and adhesive to become tacky and dry to touch.
Time to tack up is 10-15 minutes at 20°C, open time is approximately 45 minutes.

Ensure the insert is correctly positioned before bringing it into contact with the nosing, as no adjustment is
possible once the surfaces have met.

Ensure surface is dry and free from dust, loose particles, oils and grease. Cut the ASAT5020 Anti-slip tape to your
required length, correctly position prior to bringing tape into contact with the nosing and apply to surface.
